Application Process

A student in good standing at Peck Community Schools will be considered for this freshman scholarship if he/she completes the application and submits it by the stated deadline.

The student must attend a university, college or trade school within the state of Michigan, which is public in nature.

The student must, in proper written form, submit a letter of application, which states their immediate educational plans as well as their long-range goals.

The student must also submit a paper written on, “The importance of community involvement”.  This paper need not be longer than one page typed in nature.

No specific grade point is required, but must be enrolled and successfully completed the requirements of the university, college or trade school.

Money will be dispersed by semester, with half going to each after written receipt of payment or billing summary from the particular school.

The student should submit two (2) written references from individuals who can properly give testimony to the student’s willingness to strive toward their goal and be successful.

The amount of scholarship to be given will be $500.00.  This is not a permanent or every year amount, as it may change as money becomes available.
